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Clinical Application of Pudilan Xiaoyan Oral Liquid
in the Treatment of Dermatosis
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Abstract  Objective: To analyze the clinical application of Pudilan Xiaoyan oral liquid in the treatment of
dermatosis. Methods: To understand the application of Pudilan Xiaoyan oral liquid in dermatology by analyzing
10 964 cases of prescriptions and 221 clinical research publications concerning Pudilan Xiaoyan oral liquid.
Results: 316 prescriptions were used in dermatology accounting for 2. 88% of all analyzed prescriptions. The
diagnosis in 653 prescriptions were skin related diseases accounting for 5.96% mainly allergic purpura dermatitis
eczema etc. There were 8 published clinical studies involving skin related diseases 3 for acne 1 for psoriasis
vulgaris 2 for chronic eczema and 2 for bacterial folliculitis. Conclusion: Pudilan Xiaoyan oral liquid is widely

used in dermatology which is still lack of clinical research. Therefore it is necessary to reevaluate its effectiveness

and safety.
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
